Pages 6 to 20  

are full-sized pictures suitable 

for coloring or for telling a story 

on a classroom wall. 

3. Folding instructions: For the 8 

page booklet, start by folding the 

page in half the long way first. 

4. Use the booklets and pictures to 

tell the story and then as a 

coloring project for the last few 

minutes of class.  At the end of 

class, send the students home 

with a story to tell their parents 

and friends.
